	Remind Messaging App
Remind is a messaging system that allows teachers to send text messages or emails without needing individual phone numbers or email addresses. Messages regarding homework assignments, due dates, class materials, etc. will be sent regularly using the Remind App.

Grading Policy:

· Grades are based on a point system.  Assignments 
will be labeled with a “maximum point value” that 
you will be able to achieve.  At the end of each marking period, all of the points you have earned are added together and divided by the total possible points for the term.  
Class Participation Tickets: 
· As an incentive to promote class discussion and participation students have the opportunity to earn “class participation tickets” whenever they volunteer to read, ask a question, share a thought, etc.  Once a ticket is received, the student writes his/her on the back.  At the end of class, the tickets are collected and one ticket is drawn at random.  Whichever student’s ticket is chosen earns two points extra credit for the day.  The more you participate, the higher your chances are to earn extra credit.
